
The Westerham Town Partnership is organising a Sunday-morning market to promote high quality, locally 
produced food and drink, some local crafts and to encourage the best bits of our 21st century lifestyle.   We 
hope the market will reduce the need to travel, reduce food miles and packaging waste and encourage 
visitors to the town.   While we are keen to support local producers we are particularly anxious to respect 
the livelihood of existing traders in our town.  Westerham is privileged to still have a local butcher, Larratts, 
and we will take care to manage the competition.    

Location and Hours of Opening
The market will be located in Market Square, Westerham TN16 1AW, outside of the George and Dragon and 
NatWest Bank.   There is room for between 15 and 20 stalls.   The market will run on Sunday morning from 
9.30am to 12.30 am.  For a full list of dates, see below.

Stallholders
We aim to offer a wide variety of good quality, reasonably priced local food, including some goods that 
cannot currently be purchased in Westerham.  The market aims to offer bread, fresh vegetables, salad and 
fruit, game, smoked meats, delicatessen, fish, cheese and dairy products, nuts, pickles, honey and jams and 
plants/herbs/salad & vegetable seedlings.   Stalls will also be made available to voluntary organisations and 
local charities, which could be on a regular or an occasional basis.  

Stallholder’s Contract and Standards
The Westerham Market will adopt the KFMA  Stallholders Contracts and Market Standards.  
The fee is £15 per stall per market, payable in advance to Westerham Town Partnership, c/o Peter 
Cashmore, Treasurer, Westerham Town Partnership, Wolfelands, High Street, Westerham  TN16 1RQ. 

Catchment Area and Advertising
The market will be widely advertised with handbills and A-boards in Westerham and the surrounding 
villages and towns including Oxted, Limpsfield, Sundridge, Brasted, Crockham Hill, Tatsfield, Biggin Hill, 
Edenbridge and Sevenoaks.

The market will run from 09.30 to 12.30 on the first and third Sunday in the month, starting 16th May 2010. 
Some months have five Sundays but we will only have two markets a month!  Scheduled dates markets will 
strictly follow the rule of 1st and 3rd Sundays, and after 16th May, dates will be:  June 6th and 20th;  July 4th and 
18th ; August 1st and 15th; September 5th and 19th ; October 3rd and 17th .   Later dates to be advised.
